A bloom is an individual flower, one to a stem.

If a bud is showing colour. then it is considered a bloom.

Exhibits must contain the exact number of flowers specified in the section.
Remove wilted petals and remove debris from the pot. It benefits you to ensure
all containers are clean.

In Dahlia classes the blooms should be approx. a 45 degree angle from stem.

. The ideal Gladiola spike should be 1/3 open blooms. 1/3 bud and 1/3 green shown

in a container that keeps the stem upright. If necessary pebbles, etc. may be used

in the container to keep the stem in an upright position.

African Violets should contain only a single crown per pot.

In floral arrangements, the large flowers and strong colours are best placed at the
base of the exhibit and the arrangement shall be viewed from all sides unless
otherwise specified. The oasis or mechanics of an arrangement should not be visible.

. Please note that an arrangement requires a fixative such as an oasis and a display

does not have an oasis or fixative.

14. Make sure yvou note the size of the container or the measurements specified for
each entry. When doing arrangements, a miniature design is not to exceed 5"
(113cm) in any direction including the container base and accessories, small
designs are 5.5" (114cm) to 10" (26ecm) and must not exceed 10" (26¢m) in any
direction including the container base and accessories.
